Plug-ins add features to off-the-shelf software programs.  These plug-ins are made by second party venders. They may be purchased online either for downloading and immediate installation or on CD for archival storage.  Often, the CD’s are slightly more expensive.   Plugs-ins for iMovie are inexpensive, often in the $10 - $40 range.
